


This document traces the History of the Switzerland Touch Association 
and the results it has achieved at F.I.T. sanctioned events. Whilst 

playing international touch games at endorsed F.I.T events the records 
were not kept and do not form part of the official History for Switzerland.

In May 2006 Peter Wedge from Zurich wrote to F,I,T. sending an 
application for Switzerland to become a Federation Member. The then 

committee consisted of President Peter Wedge, VP Werni 
Grunenfelder, Treasurer Alex Porrachia, Coach Marcel Fok and Social 

Secretaries Richard Pennay and Andrew Lilley.

Their aim was to become a FIT member and participate at the 2006 
European Championships in Scotland and the World Cup in 2007 in 

South Africa. Internal conflict saw  the Association dissolve in mid 2015 
when FIT removed the Swizz Association from its list of affiliated 

Members

. Five clubs then formed a new association (Touch Switzerland) in late 
2015, which became affiliated to FIT in early 2016. Two additional clubs 

joined the new association by mid 2016.

From these humble beginnings the sport is slowly growing to be 
enjoyed by young and old.
